Investments in electric vehicle production and
new sources of energy, such as green
hydrogen, are key ingredients in the green
transition. This webinar will discuss how
foreign direct investment (FDI) could play a
key role in emerging market and developing
economies’ (EMDE) ability to finance green
projects amid low fiscal space and financially
constrained domestic investors. Combining
econometric evidence with country case
studies, this presentation explores whether
climate policies can help attract FDI in green
projects and how other domestic policies and
global factors affect these flows. Estimates
suggest that closing the climate policy gap
between the average EMDE and the average
advanced economy would triple the green FDI
to GDP ratio and close 40 percent of the
private renewable investment gap in EMDESs
excluding China. The session will conclude
with Q&A.
