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Attacks on commercial ships have caused
disruptions to shipping through the Strait of
Hormuz, a systemically important shipping lane
that facilitates about 25 percent of global oil
maritime trade volume. This presentation will
provide an overview of the IMF PortWatch
platform which transforms satellite-based
vessel data into near real-time indicators of
maritime trade. It will describe estimates of the
disruptions to maritime traffic transiting the
Strait of Hormuz and the potential exposure of
the global maritime network. The session will
