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The escalation of conflict in the Middle East is
generating significant shocks to global energy
markets, with far reaching implications for food
security. New analysis by the World Food
Programme (WFP) projects that, if the conflict
persists, up to 45 million additional people could
fall into acute food insecurity in 2026, to 363
million in total. This webinar will present key
findings of conflict projection analysis
particularly in fragile, conflict affected, and food
import dependent economies. The discussion
will highlight regional impacts, key risk channels,
and the macro fiscal context that constrains
countries’ ability to respond, including high debt
burdens and limited fiscal space. The session
will conclude with a Q&A discussion.
